Ref: Explorer Pipeline Right-of-Way


We are a pipeline company, shipping gasoline, jet fuel and other refined products at flows of 14,000 gallons per minute and pressures of 875 psi. For public safety and security reasons, the

federal government requires us to inspect our pipe, which we do by a weekly aerial fly-over, to look for leaks. To perform this required task, we must have an unobstructed aerial view of the land housing the pipe.


On 10 November 1972, Explorer Pipeline purchased a Right-of-Way (easement) from Calvin Tinney through the area that now includes New Bedford II Subdivision in Broken Arrow, OK. We then built and buried our pipe on that land. You are the current owner of part of that land, thus our pipe and easement are on your property.


We filed a Right-of-Way document with the Wagoner County office of records on 17 January 1973, which was filed in Book 414, Page 232, document number 254 . It contains a detailed description of the property, and of our property rights, all of which was a public record discoverable by a title search, as was done by your developer. It reads in part:



“....GRANTOR shall not impound water, or construct or permit any buildings, 


structures or works of any type whatsoever  within 25 feet of the first line installed 


hereunder....GRANTEE's use shall be confined to a right of way extending 25 feet 


on each side of said pipeline, including the right from time to time to cut and 


remove trees, undergrowth, and other obstructions thereon...”


The Owner/Developer of the New Bedford II Subdivision, which was filed with the County Clerk of Wagoner County on 5 April 2004, Book 1391, Page 523, #2004-4911. It reads in part:



“No above ground structures, including power pedestals, transformers, light poles, 


fire hydrants, valves, stormwater catch basins, manholes, driveways, parking lots, 


storage sheds, swimming pools (above or below ground), fences, decking, or patios 


are to be located within the above shaded EXPLORER PIPELINE easement 


without the consent of EXPLORER PIPELINE CO.”


If you have already built on the Right-of-Way, you must remove the obstruction, at your own expense.
